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Motion capture may be common in movie making, but plans are afoot to use the technology to scan 
soldiers for lung injuries.

The PneumaScan system uses digital cameras to map light reflected off a casualty's chest and create a 
model of the patient's chest wall volume while they are breathing.

The technology is being considered as a way of screening UK casualties being evacuated from the 
battlefield for a common war injury called blast lung. This life-threatening condition can develop in soldiers 
who have been close to a bomb blast and results from damage caused by intense pressure of the blast on 
lungs.

The company behind PneumaScan, PneumaCare, has also developed a mobile version of the system called 
PneumaWatch, which can be used on casualties while they are travelling to hospital.

The system provides an efficient way to carry out lung scans without the need for any invasive equipment.

PneumaCare has been awarded £48,000 from the CDE to further develop the system.
